To whom it may concern:

Below is the annual report submitted by the West Chicago Police Department in compliance with 50 ILCS 706/10-25.  

50 ILCS 706/10-25(a) states the following:

Sec. 10-25.  Reporting. 

    (a) Each law enforcement agency which employs the use of officer-worn body cameras must provide an annual report to the Board, on or before May 1 of the year.  The report shall include: 

(1) a brief overview of the makeup of the agency, including the number of officers utilizing officer-worn body cameras;

(2) the number of officer-worn body cameras utilized by the law enforcement agency;

 
(3) any technical issues with the equipment and how those issues were remedied;

(4) a brief description of the review process used by supervisors within the law enforcement agency;

(5) for each recording used in prosecutions of conservation, criminal, or traffic offenses or municipal ordinance violations:

 

(A) the time, date, location, and precinct of the incident;

 

(B) the offense charged and the date charges were filed; and

 
(6) any other information relevant to the administration of the program.

Each section of 50 ILCS 706/10-25(a) is addressed as follows:

1) The West Chicago Police Department is a municipal police agency in DuPage County with 46 sworn officers.  The West Chicago Police Department has a Patrol Unit and an Investigations Unit.  All sworn personnel utilize body-worn cameras when on the street.

2) During calendar year 2025, there were 47 officer-worn cameras utilized by the West Chicago Police Department. A spare camera was used after a camera mount was broken by an offender during an arrest.   

3) There were no reported technical issues or malfunctions associated with officer-worn cameras.  

4) A brief description of the review process by supervisors in West Chicago Police Department is as follows: Supervisors assigned to oversee department members using a department-issued officer-worn camera will ensure: 

A. Department members are utilizing the officer-worn camera consistent with WCPD directives.  

B. Recordings are assigned in Evidence.com to the member who created the recordings. 

C. An investigation is initiated when notified of a missing, lost, or damaged officer-worn camera. 

D. The distribution, charging, and uploading of the officer-worn cameras are consistent with WCPD directives.  

E.  Officers who reviewed an officer-worn camera recording prior to writing an arrest report document this fact in the narrative portion of the arrest report. 

F. Each Shift Supervisor reviews ten random recordings a month to ensure officers utilize the body-worn cameras in compliance with Department policy and procedures.  This review process is documented on a standardized form and saved for future reference.   

5) Lists of recordings created during criminal investigations, arrests, and prosecutions accompany this letter on a separate attached spreadsheet. 

A note of explanation on some of the descriptors in the spreadsheets is provided. 

A. If a subject was arrested on another agency’s warrant, the charge is listed as Warrant.  In these instances, the disposition is listed as one of the following: 

1. “Posted Bond and Released”. 

2. “TOT DuPage County Jail”; or

3. “TOT other agency”.   
4. Assigned New Court date and Released.
B. The DuPage County Court Clerk’s Office does not allow for the disposition of juvenile cases to be posted on their case lookup site due to privacy requirements for juvenile criminal cases.  The disposition will be listed on the spreadsheet as “Juvenile” in these instances.

C. For cases that have yet to be concluded and are still active, the disposition will be listed as “Pending” on the spreadsheets. “Pending” may also regard waiting on chemical and DNA testing. 
D. For cases that are still open, and the defendant missed court, “FTA Warrant Issued” has been listed on those cases as a disposition.  

E. “Nolle Pros” is a disposition used to indicate that charges were dismissed by the State’s Attorney’s Office.  The overwhelming reason cases were resolved “nolle pros” was due to the complaining witness failing to appear in court. 
F. A disposition of “Felony Enhancement” refers to the original misdemeanor charges being nolle pros and new felony charges being levied against the defendant. 

G. “Pending” was used as a descriptor of criminal charges on some of the spreadsheets where the subject was taken into custody and then released with specific charges to be determined and filed at a later date and time.  An example would be that criminal charges will be determined after lab results have been returned to the department/officer.  In such instances, the date of charge(s) will also be marked as “Pending.” 
H. “Case Terminated-Defendant Deceased” indicates the disposition in cases where the defendant died prior to the court conclusion of the case.

I. Cause Abated- Death Suggested- another term that the defendant dies prior to conclusion of the case. 

J. “Dismissed” or “Dismissed- Compliance” refers to when the State’s Attorney’s Office dismissed the charge as the defendant demonstrated compliance. An example would bring proof of auto insurance or valid registration to court.  
K. “Charges Declined” or “State’s Attorney Declined Charges” refers to the rare instances where a subject was placed in custody but ultimately was not charged with a criminal offense. 
L. “No Charges” is in the charges filed where no charges were filed after either negative chemical testing results were received or further investigation warranted no charges.  
M. The West Chicago Police Department utilizes local ordinance citations rather than state charges for a number of offenses.  If it has been determined at the administrative hearing that the subject did, in fact, commit the offense, the term “Liable” was used on the spreadsheets.  If the Administrative Hearing Officer does not find that the individual committed the offense, the disposition will be listed as “Not Liable.”         

7) There was one reported malfunctions or mechanical issues with any of the body worn cameras in 2025. One issue occurred where an offender fell from a ceiling onto the officer, knocking the camera off and breaking the camera mount. The officer was provided with a spare camera to use.       

8) No problems or issues were noted with the body worn camera software program.
