Sec. 10-25. Reporting.

· As of May 1, 2026, the Prairie Grove Police Department consists of the Chief of Police and 4 Police Officers. All officers use body-worn cameras. The body-worn cameras are used according to policy and 50 ILCS 706/10-20. All sworn officers use officer-worn body cameras.

(2) The number of officer-worn body cameras utilized by the law enforcement agency.
· The Prairie Grove Police Department has 5 body-worn cameras that are shared and used by on-duty officers.

(3) Any technical issues with the equipment and how those issues were remedied.
· No issues reported.

(4) A brief description of the review process by supervisors within the law enforcement agency.
· Supervisors are authorized to review relevant recordings when investigating alleged misconduct or reports of meritorious conduct, or whenever such recordings would be beneficial in reviewing an officer’s performance.

(5) Recordings used in prosecutions.
· No videos were used in prosecutions.

· BWC recordings were used in 1 internal affairs investigation.
